Competition
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You are all invited (pupils, parents and staff!) to
take part in our book cover competition. The
task is to blend yourself and the book cover
together as one. The aim is to find a book cover
that lends itself well to the task and create a
superb photo! With every photo, we will be able
to discuss what book has been used, who the
author is, and what the genre is.

We will be looking for the best photos across the
day and there will be winners across the school,
with prizes given out! We will also be using
these photos to create a display in our school.

Activities During the Day

During World Book Day, your children will be taking part in two live workshops:
