Textiles

	DT Focus - Textiles
As technologists the children will be building upon their understanding of textiles in Y3 by following a set design criteria to produce a 3D poppy for a traditional war remembrance display. They will use the internet for research and examine the shape and colour of a poppy, other small stuffed toys etc with a blanket stitch used for joining the edges and other poppy displays from the past. They will evaluate their product at every stage of the process. They will think carefully about suitable resources for their poppy.


	Prior learning 
Y3
Design and make a pencil case and apply individual design criteria.
Select and cut fabrics with ease using fabric scissors.
Thread needles with greater independence.
Tie knots with greater independence.
Sew cross stitch to join fabrics.
Decorate fabrics using applique.
Understand that fabrics can be layered for effect.
Evaluate an end product and think of other ways in which to create similar items.
	End Points 
· To be able to design a 3D Poppy fit for purpose
· To be able to create a template

	Design
· To follow a set design criterion for a stuffed poppy to become part of a larger 3D poppy display
· To consider the main component shapes required and create an appropriate template.
· To consider the traditional colours of a poppy for a war remembrance display.

· Create a 3D stuffed poppy from a 2D design
· Measuring, marking and cutting fabric accurately and independently.
· Create strong and secure blanket stitches when joining fabric.
· Using applique to attach pieces of fabric decoration
Evaluate
· Evaluate previous products produced and discuss the three most significant steps in the whole process. 
· Testing and evaluating an end product and giving further points for improvements.

	Questions to answer may include:
Did you follow the design criteria?
Why is the user important when considering your design?
What materials have you chosen for your poppy and your applique and why?
How will you decorate your end product?
What joining techniques did you use?
What problems did you overcome?
What did you find tricky?
Did you need to change anything? Why?
Did you take any inspiration from someone else’s work?
Did you meet the design criteria?
Is it suitable for the intended user?

	DT activities and questions to answer may include:
Activity 1 – research poppies and their significance of colour
Look at previous textiles task from Y3 in DT books, what technical knowledge can they recall and add this to the triangle. Introduce new design criteria for this task. What is the importance of a design criteria?
Display different poppy designs (stitched, metal, paper, painted, etc.).
Children mind map what they know about a poppy. Discuss the different poppy designs and explain the design brief.
Children look at different materials and explore the properties of each material.
Children complete a questionnaire/survey to determine the most suitable material to make their poppy.
Research other poppy displays, discuss the shape of a poppy and add any questions to the triangle. Include a drawing of a poppy on the design sheet.  Discuss the colours that you would see in a poppy. Choose fabrics and contrasting thread for design. Discuss what exactly is a blanket stitch and why it’s a suitable stitch to edge a 3D poppy with.
Answer evaluation question on the design sheet before proceeding onto the next task.
Children look at examples of finished poppy designs and complete the triangle. 
Children discuss and decide contrasting thread for their design and the types of stitch they wish to use.
Children draw an annotated drawing of their poppy giving reasons for their choice of fabric and stitch.

Activity 2 – Create templates
Draw 2D templates of the pieces needed for their poppy.
Using tracing paper copy pattern pieces. Using pins attach templates to fabric and accurately cut out.
Children mark and draw their poppy design on blank A4 paper and use this template to check their poppy design will work. 
Children write what resources they will need to make their poppy, whether they think their design will be successful and if they think any changes/amendments will be needed.
Children make any necessary amendments.
Activity 3 – Learn to blanket stitch 
Practise threading a needle with thread and tying a knot. Watch and follow the twinkl/YouTube video on how to do a blanket stitch correctly. 
Children practice threading a needle.
Children watch video clips on different types of stitches.

Children practise each type of stitch before deciding which stiches to use in their design.
Children write which stiches they have chosen and a brief reason why.
Activity 4 – Make poppy
Stitch poppy together and add the stuffing just before final stitches at the end. Add applique to the centre of the poppy. Finish with adding the stem at the back.
Children write 3 significant steps.
Children begin making their poppy. Children can amend their design as they go.
Activity 5 – Evaluation task
Take a photograph of the finished product and annotate. Complete final evaluation task.
Children write what they have learnt, what they like about their poppy, if they made any changes to their original design.
Photograph children’s poppy and stick in DT books.
