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Medium Term Planning –Year 1
Developing Drawing Techniques 

	Art Focus
As artists we will be refining our drawing skills by exploring different tools and techniques. They will be drawing with a range of tools such as pencil, chalk, charcoal and pastels, exploring the thickness of the lines and the effect of each. We will also be smudging and blending to create different effects and textures.

	Prior Learning
In EYFS children have used a variety of tools to draw. They have developed fine motor skills to ensure increased pencil control. The children have created drawings to express emotion and movement. They have used shapes and line to represent objects such as circles for a face. 
	End Points

Children can use different tools to create different types of lines.

Children can use different grips and pressure to show control over a tool. 

Children can smudge and blend for effect.

Children know who Wassily Kandinsky is and can discuss his work.
Children will recreate ‘Squares with concentric circles’ by Kandinsky.   

	Generating from sources, including the work of artists and designers

Explore and record their own ideas in response to first hand observations, e.g., natural objects, pictures, works and designs by artists, artefacts, and experiences.
Talk about their ideas and the choices they have made, including chosen tools, media and materials. 

Experiment with chosen materials and ideas.

To use sketchbooks through teacher modelling. 

Use sketchbooks to record thoughts and ideas and to experiment with materials.
Developing Drawing Techniques 
Revise: What can we use to draw? 
Experiment and create different effects with pencils, chalks, pastels and charcoal. 

Experiment with different pressure and grip to draw different types of lines –thick, thin, broken, zig zag, curved, random

Experiment with smudging and blending to create different effects, patterns and textures.
Evaluating work, including the work of artists and designers

Look and talk about what they are doing, describing simple techniques and media used, expressing their likes and dislikes.

Describe an artwork, saying what they notice about it.

Make simple comparisons between different works of art, describing what they notice.

Understand the work of Wassily Kandinsky and his abstract art. 

Make simple comparisons between their works of art and the works of Kandinsky, describing what they notice.

	Key Vocabulary

	Questions to answer may include:

What is a line?

What do you notice about the colours/textures/materials?

How does it make you feel?

How could we recreate this effect? 

How could this improve?

How is the artwork similar/different?

Which tool is best used for…?



	Activities
Session 1
The children will experiment with a range of tools (pencils, chalks, pastels and charcoal) to create different effects in their sketch books. Provide the tools and ask the children to use each one to create a line, this can be straight, zig zag, waved. Ask the children what they notice about drawing with each tool – consider thickness and how it feels to use each tool. Ask the children what their preferred tool was and why.
Session 2

The children with use their preferred tool to create a range of lines, experimenting with different pressure and grip. They will create a range of line such as thick, thin, broken, zig zag and curved. 
Session 3

Introduce the words smudging and blending to the children – do they know what they mean? Show examples and model this technique to the children. 
In their sketch books they are going to experiment smudging and blending with a range of tools (pencils, crayons and pastels). Which tool did they prefer for smudging and blending?

Session 4
On the IWB show Wassily Kandinsky - Squares with Concentric Circles and ask the children a range of questions

· What do you see in this painting?

· What kind of colours has Kandinsky used?

· What shapes can you see?

· What kind of lines can you see?

· How do you think Kandinsky was feeling when he painted this?

· How does the painting make you feel?

· Do you like it? Why?

In their sketch books the children will have a copy of the artwork and will write words or phrases around the painting to respond to the above questions.

Session 5

Show the children Wassily Kandinsky - Squares with Concentric Circles and recap last weeks responses about the artwork.

The children are going to create their own abstract art in the style of Kandinsky. Ask the children what colours will you need? What types of lines will you draw? What shapes are you going to create.

In their sketch books the children will complete their abstract art inside the square provided for them. Leave a range of tools for the children to select from (pastels, crayons, pencils).
