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Medium Term Planning –Year 3
What’s it like to live in Bootle?


	Geography Focus: 
The purpose of this unit is to enable pupils to investigate their local area using maps, aerial photos and satellite imagery. 

Pupils should learn where they are in the world and describe a range of physical and human features of their locality. They should begin to realise that different types of maps e.g. Ordnance Survey, Google Maps, Bing Maps, Google Earth etc show different features in more/less detail. For example, their school will not always appear on Google Maps but will definitely feature on large scale Ordnance Survey maps such as Digimap. They will also become aware that maps change over time to reflect the changes in land use so our school will not be visible on maps pre 2006 but other schools will be – Roberts and Orrell.

Mapping

· Use 4 points of the compass and 4 figure grid references to describe the location of features and routes on maps.

· Create simple maps of a location to show detail of significant features.
· Recognise some standard OS symbols.

· Link features on maps to photos and aerial views.

· Fieldwork
· Observe, measure and record the human and physical features in the local area using a range of methods including sketch maps, cameras and other digital devices and make links between features observed in the environment to those on maps and aerial photos
Geographical Enquiry 

· Ask more searching questions including, ‘how?’ and, ‘why? as well as, ‘where?’ and ‘what?’ when investigating places and processes.

Communication 

· Identify and describe geographical features using geographical language – see P.O.S.

· Use geographical language relating to the physical and human processes detailed in the programmes of study.

· Express opinions and personal views about what they like and don’t like about specific geographical features and situations e.g. a proposed local wind farm.

Use of ICT/Technology

· Use the zoom facility on digital maps to locate places at different scales.

· View a range of satellite images.

· Make use of geography in the news – online reports and websites. 

· Draw and follow routes on digital maps.

	Questions to answer may include:

Lesson 1
Where is Bootle in the world? 

Children should be able to identify the nearest city, county, river and region to Bootle. They should be able to explain the physical characteristics of Bootle e.g. the river Mersey and the canal system and that it is a flat land area. 
Provide the children with a map of cities in the UK (map should have dots on to show where the cities are located). Children to label the following cities on the map: Edinburgh, London, Cardiff, Dublin, Manchester, Liverpool. Children to add a key on the map to show the countries that make up the UK. 

Children to be given another map with counties near to Bootle labelled. Children will answer the retrieval questions based on the map. 

Lesson 2 
What is Bootle like?

Introduction – various photos of Bootle around the school and maps to be evident when children enter the classroom (include photo of eg The Mersey Tunnel that won’t be on the map due to scale) ask the children to be detectives – how do they link together? Wow!
Can I find Bootle on different types of maps? 

What is my route to school? Can I map it?

Discuss route – key and symbols
1 sheet between 2 of the 6 different photos of Bootle. 
Look at different maps of Bootle. Stick maps in geography book and write underneath the maps what Bootle was like during the different periods of time. How has Bootle changed and how has it stayed the same? 

Children to use map template to map their route from home to school. 
Lesson 3
Has Bootle always been like this?  

Look at old maps of 20 years ago.
Can we find the sites of the old schools? Walk around the area based on the maps – looking for the sites of the old schools.  
Mark on a map of Bootle where the two old schools used to be. Go on a walk around the area to locate the schools. Take photo evidence for geography books. 
Lesson 4 and Lesson 5
Compare and contrast the area then and now –REGENERATION

–Human and Physical characteristics. Write up about the what’s happened to the sites of the old schools – need photos of the old schools and the sites as they are now. Why did they knock two schools down?  Provide photos / images of maps for books.
Lesson 4 - Pictures of old schools to be stuck in books alongside pictures that were taken on the local walk of what the schools look like now. Classes to join for beginning of lesson for story with Mrs Mortimore (experienced what the schools used to be like). Children to go and write up what they have learnt in their geography book. 

Word bank available for those who need it. 

Lesson 5 – discuss the term regeneration. 

Discuss the difference between human and physical characteristics. Can children categorise the following: housing, rivers, canals, fields (now been built upon), changed from countryside to seaside resort to industrial town. 
Children to write what they have learnt alongside images of physical and human characteristics. 

Lesson 6
Has Bootle changed for the better?

Where do you go to outside of school eg shops, leisure facilities – identify on current map include the library. Go on a walk to the library (– what is it used for now?) going past a derelict area and an area of improvement eg houses with gardens. After going on a walk around the local area – looking at facilities in the local area can I express my views saying what I like / don’t like explaining why? Can the children suggest an improvement for the future.
Children to circle places on the map of Bootle that they visit regularly (including the library). 

Go on a walk in the local environment to YKids (the old library) and also look at the new houses that have been built by the Hawthornes school. When we return to school, children to write an explanation in their geography book to say what they like/don’t like about the local area and why. Children to suggest one improvement for Bootle in the future.
